Add Calls script reference:

Rules:

· The addcalls script will read the content of the dynamic calls file.  This file must be named DYNCALLS.DAT, and must be housed on the root of your C: drive.  

· Each entry in the file must be enclosed in double-quotations.  

· Keywords must be entirely in UPPER CASE.  See the examples given with each keyword for specific syntax.

· The project must be opened prior to invoking this script.  

· All lines in the script must be enclosed in double-quotations.  No blank lines are permitted.  A blank, or unquoted line will stop all processing specified in the keyword file.

· The keyword file must be a line-sequential ASCII file; if you choose an editor such as Word, you will need to save as plain text.

· Before you save the DYNCALLS.DAT, make sure that there are no extra lines at the end of the file. Backspace until you are position to the right of the last double quote in the file, then save the DYNCALLS.DAT file.

Embedded Comments:

If you would like to leave keywords in your script, but not have them executed, you can precede the comments with a character (try  “*”, or “-”). These will be skipped, all other unprocessed lines will show as unrecognized in the output.  The input file content is processed only when a recognized keyword is found.  By adding a character preceding the keyword, that line will be skipped.  Note that the comments, like all other entries in this file must be delimited by double-quotes.

Invocation:

From the Shell, invoke(“c:\addcalls.rqc”)

Assuming that you have placed the addcalls.rqc file on the root of the C: drive.
Keyword Reference:

CALLINGPGM

Use this command to specify the program that is making the calls that can not be picked up by the parser.  Use the full source module name, including the extension.

 Example:

"CALLINGPGM:PD73002F.CBL"
CALLVAR

Use this command to specify the variable by the calls are made.

Example:

"CALLVAR:W06-STATE-RE-MODULE"
CALLEDPGM

Use this command to specify the name of the program being called.  This should match the PROGRAM-ID of the called program.

Example:

"CALLEDPGM:PD7301PP"
Make sure that you            ^ backspace until your cursor is after the last double quote before saving the file.
