Installation and configuration Guide of Quick Test Pro Plug-In

To execute QuickTest Pro tests, the QuickTest Pro test plug-in must be installed on the SilkCentral Test Manager Application Server. To view QuickTest Pro logs from the SilkCentral Test Manager Web client, the SilkCentral Test Manager Mercury Log Viewer Utility must be installed on each test client workstation. 

Installing the QuickTest Pro Plug-in 

The QuickTest Pro plug-in distribution bundle (downloaded zip file) from 
http://support.borland.com/community/index.php?t=msg&th=681&start=0&
This contains a subdirectory named ‘install-server’. Within this directory is another zip file called ‘QtpLauncher.zip’. This file, ‘QtpLauncher.zip’, is the test adapter plug-in that needs to be installed into the SilkCentral Test Manager Application Server. 

To install the QuickTest Pro adapter plug-in, first stop the appropriate SilkCentral Test Manager servers (i.e. both the “Front-End Server” and the “Application Server”) using the SilkCentral Service Manager. A simple and reliable way to do this is to right-click on the SilkCentral Service Manager Windows tray icon and selects “Stop All Services”. 
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Locate the appropriate “Plug-ins” directory for your installation of SilkCentral Test Manager. This directory will be located in a location similar to the below: C:\Program Files\Borland\SC Test Manager 2006 R2\Plugins (or) C:\Program Files\Borland\SC Test Manager 2007\Plugins 

Copy the test adapter plug-in zip file, ‘QtpLauncher.zip’ to this directory. Once the test adapter plug-in has been copied into this directory, restart the SilkCentral Test Manager server using the SilkCentral Service Manager. 

A simple way of restarting all the services is to right click on the Windows tray icon for SilkCentral Service Manager and then select “Start All Services”. 

Make sure you wait several minutes after restarting the services before running the SilkCentral Test Manager Web client. The various servers take some time to get going. 

Client Workstation Installation 
The downloaded QuickTest Pro plug-in zip file contains a subdirectory named ‘install-client’. Within this directory is an executable file (.EXE) entitled ‘LogViewerUtility-Installer.exe’. 

On each test workstation where Mercury logs will be viewed, run this installer. There are no options for the installation program. 

The installer registers two file types with Windows (one for zipped QuickTest Pro results and one for zipped Win Runner results) and then installs a small program that allows zipped Mercury log files (which are produced by the SilkCentral Test Manager Execution Server) to be viewed in a simple manner. 

Note that the appropriate Mercury Unified Log Viewer must be also installed on the workstation for Mercury logs to be viewed. The SilkCentral Test Manager Mercury Log Viewer Utility does not contain its own viewer; rather it is a bridge between SilkCentral Test Manager and the native Mercury QuickTest Pro log viewer. 

Configuration 

After the QuickTest Pro test adapter plug-in has been installed and the SilkCentral Test Manager server restarted, the next important step is to tell SilkCentral Test Manager where your QuickTest Pro tests can be found. 

In the “Administration” section of the SilkCentral Test Manager interface, there is a section called “Configuration”. Select the link to go to this section. Here you will create a new profile. 

When setting up the “source” of your QuickTest Pro tests, be sure to select the correct source control system. For instance, if your QuickTest Pro tests are available via a shared UNC path, then select the source code control type as “UNC”. Otherwise select the source control system that you use for your QuickTest Pro tests (i.e. StarTeam, Subversion, SourceSafe, etc.) 

Next, a local path (thinking in terms of where the test will be executed) needs to be specified. Be sure to specify a local path that already exists on the execution server. 

In operation, SilkCentral Test Manager will copy your “source” tree of QuickTest Pro tests to your “Working folder”. Then the specified test will be run from the appropriate “local” directory on the test execution server/machine. 

After this profile has been created, you will be able to associate QuickTest Pro tests with SilkCentral Test Manager test cases.
